The article examines the factors of development of countries that are directly dependent on the
improvement of the national higher education system, which are the basis of qualitative growth and
have an impact on the level of the global competitiveness index. The influence of indicators of
educational tourism and education development on the level of the global competitiveness index for
the countries surveyed is revealed. Based on the Global Competitiveness Report, an overall country
competitiveness rating has been compiled. The deterioration of Germany's rating positions is due to
a decrease in funding for international educational programs. Due to the redistribution of funds from
the European Union budget, Poland’s place in the overallranking has improved. During the analyzed
period, Ukraine’'s place in the group ofindicators "Higher Education and Training" has improved, but
in comparison with Poland and Germany, Ukraine's rating remains extremely low. The dynamics of
indicators of development of higher education and training of the Global Competitiveness Index is
analyzed. For European countries such as Poland and Germany, there is a gradual shiftin the priorities
oflocal accessibility of specialized training services towards the level of staff training. Moreover, in
recent years the following criteria have become the most important for Poland: the quality of
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mathematics and science education, the quality of management schools and the level of Internet
access in schools. In contrast to European countries, Ukraine is reducing the level of staff training
and the quality of management schools. It was revealed that the decrease in the rating of indicators
of development of the education sector of Ukraine is due to the deterioration of the level of coverage
of higher education, as well as access to the Internet in secondary schools. It is proved that most
Ukrainian students study in Poland, and the total number of Ukrainian students in Poland has increased
11 times over the last 10 years. This is due to the following factors: an effective marketing campaign
for education in Poland; difficult situation in Ukraine; common borders; stimulating the influx of foreign

students by Polish universities.
